| am saddened that | am finding it necessary to write this plea for help. | know that all sorts of things have been said about
our financial situation. As the Manager of the Post for the last nine years, | have seen it go from a place with money in the
bank, to one with the savings depleted. This is a result of many factors none of which we have had a lot of control over. We
have not been guilty of frivolous spending. Since 2003, we have had to really tighten our belt, so to speak. Our business has
fallen off by about 50%. The loss of the slot machines and the smoking ban have been the two main contributors to our de-
cline. Our Post has been smoke free for two years. Where are all the non-smokers | have heard about for years? Loss of
membership has also been a factor. None of us want to admit that we are getting older and our life style has changed, but
that is the reality of it. All this has had a serious impact on revenue coming into the Post. | wish we could change all these
things but we can't.

S0, what can we do? First of all we all need to recognize that most of what happens at the Post is done by volunteers.
There are only three people getting paid. The bartenders and myself. All the officers and cooking personnel are volunteers.
S0, why do we expect our Post to be perfect? We work hard to make it as nice a place to come to as we can and | think it is
pretty good. Please try and accept the fact that not everything is going to turn out as good or smooth as it might have.
NEXT, | am sure there are those that think their dues covers our expenses. All the dues collected will not pay the electric bill
for one month. Dues are of little help to the financial function of the Post. What we hope to achieve from membership is the
involvement and participation in the Post. If you do not come in—we get no revenue? WE NEED BUTTS IN THE SEATS!!!!

Our Post is a functioning memorial to all those veterans both living and deceased who have made personal sacrifices to
give us the freedom to enjoy ourselves as much as we can within the limits of the law.
