   I was reading the Bible, in the book of 

Proverbs, and a verse caught my eye. “Train 

up a child in the way that he should go, and 

when he is old he will not depart from 

it.” (Proverbs 22:6) This is not only true for 

a godly household, but it is also true for our 

Post. If we will take the younger vets under 

our wings, we can mentor them in the ways 

of the Legion.
